We want our students to be creative, observant and be able to communicate visually about the world around them. Our curriculum aims to engage, inspire and
challenge pupils, equipping them with the knowledge and skills to experiment, invent and create their own works of art, craft and design. Our curriculum
improves a pupil’s proficiency with a range of art materials, enables them to think critically, and provides an insight into and an appreciation of a range of artists,
designers and cultures. Through art, pupils will also learn discussion skills, how to express their opinion respectfully, to persevere, independent working and
team skills, understanding of other cultures and the world in which we live. Pupils will be confident in the key skills of exploring, researching, analysing,
experimenting, designing and creating. These key exam skills are embedded in all that we do in preparation for year 11 and beyond.

Externally Set
Task, we have sequenced our curriculum to allow skill progression with a range of mediums whilst at the same time for pupils to demonstrate development of
their own ideas through experimentation with media and to be inspired by artists, designers and cultures.
Routine Assessment Personal verbal feedback is given throughout art lessons for continuous reflection and progression. Pupils complete SAR (Strength Action Response) formative
Strategies assessments at relevant points in each project, which could be drawing, experimenting with media, developing ideas, designing, or making. Pupils use their
teacher feedback to develop and improve their work. We also use knowledge retrieval starters and low stakes quizzing in lessons to assess pupils understanding
of the theory involved in the projects.
